For the Germany market from I’m Alive (1980) to So Serious (1986), Germany always had the first issue as the Sleeve Made in Holland and the Single Made 

in Holland. Then IF they were big sellers, weeks later “Made in German” Singles were pressed and issued, but still with Sleeve’s that were Made in Holland. 

There are no "Made in Germany" pressings of : 

Here Is the News, Secret Messages, Four Little Diamonds, Calling America & So Serious 

Because those German "releases" were all "Made in Holland". A 2nd batch of "Made In Germany” issues were not manufactured! 

It explains why I’m Alive and Xanadu got only the yellow Jet-Labels on their 2nd pressings (now with "Made in Germany" on them) that then flooded the shop 

racks, instead of the Blue and Red Xanadu-labels that were pressed and Made in Holland.

The exception was Secret Messages, JET A 7038, the Sleeve was Made in Holland, the actual record/Single was Made in England for Germany and France 

and the whole European area, also known as the so called "Holland-Zone"!
